Teacher distributes a chart on My Feelings to the

class.  She asks the class how they are feeling today. 

She gets them to identify the words which have

another form e.g. depressed – depressing.

I   The teacher picks on the pair of words – frightened

     and frightening.  She asks the class what is the

     difference between these two adjectives

     (descriptive words).  She would also ask them

     when these two words are used.
II  The students would be instructed to jot down their

     feelings for the week.  They are to use adjectives 

     ending with –ed or –ing.  Some questions would be

·      written on the board to prompt them: -

· What was the event which made you feel that way?

· Describe your feelings and the special event.

Note :  The teacher could demonstrate by telling them

            her feelings about the Sports Day event.
