Introduction

I    Teacher then moves on to explain the lesson for

      the day would focus on the various uses of water.

III  Teacher informs that water is not only for 

     drinking purposes.  There are other uses of water

     in our homes and in the factories.

     Teacher then divides the class into five groups.

     They will think of as many uses of water in the 

     homes as possible.

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IV  Pupils are then asked to play the game of 

      charade.  One representative from each group 

      will act out one use of water in our homes for the

      other groups to guess.  To illustrate, one of the

      uses may be mopping the floor.  The 

      representative then has to do the action of

      mopping.

The uses of

water in the factories.
V   Teacher conducts a brainstorming session with the 

      class to suggest as many uses of water in the 

      factories as possible.  These uses would be written 

      on the whiteboard.  The brainstorming session 

      would end after six uses have been suggested.

      Teacher focuses on the three main uses of water

      (making food products, cooling machinery and

      cleaning machinery).  Students would be asked to

      look at the pictures on their textbook.
